Math 597 Final Project 
Description: You will either re-design two lessons that deal with some concept of discrete math that you have taught in the past or create two new lessons that deal with some concept of discrete math if you have never taught it before.  Along with the old (if they exist) and new lesson plans, you will hand in a description paper that includes the following:

· Specify which NJCCCS is (are) addressed in each lesson.  Refer to chart in binder.

· Within the two lessons, describe how all 6 process standards are addressed. (Problem solving, Communication, Connections, Reasoning and Proof, Representation, and Technology)  Note:  Not all 6 standards must be addressed in each lesson, but within the two lessons, all 6 should be addressed.

· Explanation of how the re-designed or new lessons were influenced by what was learned in the course.

· Description of how new lessons will increase student understanding and learning of mathematical concepts.

You will also teach at least one of the two lessons and use it in your class.  Write a reflection about the lesson.  If you taught it again, what would you change?  What would you keep?  What would you add?  Why?

Notes:

1. New lesson plans should be long form; i.e., not just a filled-in block.

2.  Old lesson plans do not have to be created if they don’t already exist; in that case, just include a description of the way the old lesson was taught.
